which reflect on the Liturgy, the Word of God, the Church ad on its role in the

A range of resources are being prepared for the Year of Prayer in 2024 which
include a course on the Lord's Prayer for small groups for Lent,
encouragement to try different ways of praying drawing on the tradition of the
Church.

The second collection today will go directly io
support this important work to bring the joy of the Gospel to all.
